Who can stand for election?





Candidates for Chair or Executive Committee must be academic members of staff of an Institution which is a member of CiCe and that is within the EC, the EEA or a candidate country participating in the Erasmus-Socrates Programme.  


Candidates should indicate their agreement to stand, and indicate that they have consulted and have agreement from an authority within their Institution that, if elected, they would be able to carry out the duties of an Executive Committee member (this would normally amount to a minimum of 20 days per year).

How will voting take place?





Two election papers will be sent to the Institutional Cordinator at each institution.


Each individual CiCe member will receive a set of manifesto statements, prepared by individual candidates, which may help in deciding which candidates to vote for.





The first paper will be for the election of Chair of the Executive Committee/ International Coordinator.  Election will be by single vote.  The candidate receiving most votes is elected.





The second paper will be for the four members of the Executive Committee.  Nominations will be listed in alphabetical order.  Each institution may vote for four candidates.  The four eligible candidates with the highest number of votes will be elected.





However, not more than one member of the Executive Committee can come from the same country.  This is to ensure a wide distribution of Executive Committee members.  Candidates will therefore be eliminated if someone from the same country has been given more votes.





The votes for the Chair will be counted first: candidates for the Executive Committee from the same country as the person elected as Chair will be eliminated from the count. This will ensure that seven different countries are represented on the Executive Committee.





CiCe to hold elections for executive committee!


The Steering Group of CiCe have resolved to establish elections for the organisation and management of CiCe3.  These elections will be held in the next 10 weeks!


There are two substantial reasons for this innovation:


CiCe has a substantive interest in citizenship and its related values: we must therefore reflect democratic practice in our organisation


we are moving towards the establishment of an independent association in CiCe3, which should be constructed on a democratic basis.


Elections will take place this autumn [2004].

An Executive Committee





The Steering Group that has organised CiCe so well will be replaced by an Executive Committee of seven people one of whom will be Chair.  Five of the seven will be elected by all the institutions that are members of CiCe. The remaining two will be co-opted by the elected members.  This co-option will be carried out so as to ensure, as far as is possible, that the Executive Committee as a whole represents the geographical spread of our membership (within the EU, EEA and Candidate Countries eligible to participate); academic and professional interests, gender and other matters.  Any members of CiCe may be co-opted, including those who stood unsuccessfully for election. The Executive may, if they wish, co-opt an additional  representative from the Joint European Masters programme.


The new Chair and Executive Committee will serve from October 2005 to September 2009.  This period covers the three years of the proposed next phase and a subsequent Dissemination year.  However, if an Association is formed before September 2009, it may make alternative arrangements.








When will the election happen?





Nominations from those seeking election are open from now until 18 October.  No nominations will be accepted after 1800 hours London time on the 18 October [see ‘How can I stand for election?’ below].





Election papers will be sent to all CiCe members by the beginning of November.  Individual members  will receive the manifesto statements, and the name of their institutional coordinator.  Institutional Coordinators will also receive the voting papers.





Voting closes on 29 November. No votes will be accepted after 1800 hours local time on that date.





The results will be circulated to all CiCe members in December.  The newly-elected Committee members will consult electronically, and make their two or three co-options in January and February. This will allow the new Executive to be involved in the submission of the CiCe3 plans (our bid is due for submission by 1 March 2005).





How can I stand for office?





If you wish to stand for office you must complete the nomination form attached to this Newsletter and post it to the Central Coordination Unit office to arrive by 18 October.


You may also send a manifesto statement, describing your experience and suggesting why CiCe members should vote for you.  This must not exceed 300 words, excluding your name and institutional affiliation (any statement longer than 300 words will be cut at that point). This will be sent to all CiCe members.  A hard copy of the manifesto should be sent with the nomination form, but it would be appreciated if you could also email a copy to the Central Coordination Unit, where the voting papers will be assembled (cice@unl.ac.uk).





Who can vote in the Election?





Each university, college or other institution that is a member of CiCe can vote.  The vote will be made by the Institutional Coordinator, who is expected to consult other CiCe members in the institution before voting.  All individuals in CiCe [and this means you, getting this Newsletter] will be sent details of all  the candidates at the beginning of November, before the voting takes place.   


We will also send each of you  a list of all the Institutional Coordinators, so that you know whom to contact!
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
