Ljubljana

Each Institution has one set of votes, which must be cast by 29th November.  Votes will be sent for counting to the independent Elections Supervisor, who is the coordinator of a different Network and not a CiCe member





The voting paper is being sent to each Institutional Coordinator.  The Institutional Coordinator is asked to consult CiCe individual members in their institution before casting their votes.  YOU must now contact YOUR Institutional Coordinator to tell them how you would like your University/College’s vote to be cast!   The list of Coordinators is enclosed with this newsletter.





The voting system will be structured to ensure that the five people elected come from different countries.  The five elected members will be asked to co-opt two more people to ensure that we have a wide geographical and academic discipline range of members on the Executive, and to consider co-opting a member of the CiCe MA Group.

The Steering Group has examined a series of options for subscriptions for Phase 3.  We are very conscious of the disparities in wealth between different institutions and countries, and wanted to devise a subscription system that reflected this, so as not to disadvantage any country or university.





This is a rate for each Institution, not for individual members.  All members of the Department, University or College which is a CiCe member are included in the single subscription.





We’ve decided to focus on the wealth of the country, rather than the institution, as this is simpler to determine.  We used the Eurostat GDP per capita data published earlier this year.  This has been equalised around the average GDP of the 25 European Union countries at 100.  





We have set a simple sliding scale for all countries with a GDP above the average, staring with €400 a year for the average, and rising to a maximum of €600.  For countries below the average, we decided to set lower rates, on a sinusoidal curve that allowed the least affluent countries a low subscription of just under €30 a year.  





We think that this is the fairest and most equitable way to raise the income that we need to meet the costs that the European Commission does not allow us to meet from EU funds to the Network.  The subscription structure is designed to stay in place for four years, from 2005-6 to 2008-9, rather than being revised more frequently (which will be time-consuming and change very little).

Teaching Citizenship: our May 2005 conference in Ljubljana





Included with this Newsletter you will find the call for papers for our seventh European Conference, to be held in Ljubljana, Slovenia, in May 2005.





This conference will be our closing ‘event’ of CiCe2, which started in October 2002.  CiCe2 set out to deliver a whole series of publications and activities that built on our first phase of work – 16 Guideline papers, six books in the Trentham series, three Conferences and Proceedings, electronic handbooks for students and for lecturers in Higher Education, and to steer an MA programme into existence.





Already, after two years, we have done a great deal – nine Guidelines and two Conference Proceedings published, the basis of the electronic textbooks, the MA in an advanced stage … and by Christmas, two more Trentham books should join the series.





At Ljubljana, we will be able to survey the whole programme: the final Guidelines will be in their final stages of preparation,  and we will collect together papers on our final theme – ‘Teaching Citizenship’ – for the third Conference Proceedings.





The Conference will also be the occasion on which the newly elected CiCe Executive will start the process of taking over the reins for CiCe3.  Details of the ambitious programme for 2005–2008 were set out in the last Newsletter.  The Ljubljana  Conference will be the opportunity to make the final preparations for the new sets of activities and themes that will start in October 2005. 
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
