This short leaflet summarises the suggested structure and activities that we are drawing up for the fourth phase of CiCe.  After consultation with members of the Network over the coming months, the CiCe Executive will prepare a full proposal to the European Commission, to be formally made by London Metropolitan University, for funding for Network activities for 2008 – 2011.

The application will be made for an ERASMUS NETWORK.  This is a new structure, replacing the old ‘Thematic Networks’, that is part of the Commission’s new LIFE-LONG LEARNING PROGRAMME.

 As always, our proposals are for a set of totally new activities – the Commission does not fund continuing projects.  We are proposing a wide range of Networking activities that are designed to meet the various objectives of the Commission’s Life-Long Learning Programme.  We have created seven strands of activity that are designed to carefully match a wide range of the Commission’s objectives – for the Life-Long Leaning programme generally, for the Erasmus programme for HE, and the specific objectives for the Erasmus Networks.  The objectives we address are listed below.

The centre pages describe each of our strands and relate them to a three year timetable.  The back page describes our management structures and principles to achieve these outcomes.

The proposals must be made in March 2008: we need your comments and suggestions on these ideas, and we will need your help and cooperation in collecting together the data about each institution for the proposal.

Report on the European  Conference ‘Week of Europe’ Including the North Sea Conference on   Citizenship Education

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The Working Parties





The CiCe Executive will continue to select members of Working Parties.  This will remain an open process: members of CiCe Partner Institutions will be invited to propose themselves, putting forward their specific experience and expertise for the particular working party that has been advertised.





The Executive will select the best applicants for the task in hand, but in doing so they also try to ensure a wide geographical distribution for each group’s membership, and that the same institutions and individuals are not selected too often.  They try to ensure that as many Partners as possible are involveed in the project.





The Conferences





The CiCe Main Conference and the CiCe Research Student conferences will develop.  CiCe Partners will have preferential admission to the Conferences, and we welcome all CiCe members to these events.





Publications





CiCe will continue to publish Conference Proceedings, on disc and on-line, sent to Partner Institutions and to Conference delegates.  It will send all individuals the bi-monthly newsletters and copies of all Guideline documents.  Institutional and National Coordinators get extra copies, which they should place in their University’s library.





Managing the Project





The proposal will be managed by London Metropolitan University, who have undertaken this task since CiCe’s inception in1988.  London Metropolitan will submit the proposal and be the main contractor with the Commission.


Each partner institution will then have a simple contract with London Metropolitan.


The Project Coordinator will be Peter Cunningham, who will take over this role from Alistair Ross in October 2008.  Many CiCe members already know Peter and his work with CiCe over the past four years.  The administrative team – Lindsay Melling, Teresa Carbajo Garcia and Andrew Craven – will continue to work for CiCe.





Directing CiCe





CiCe is directed by the CiCe Association Executive.  There will be elections for many places on the Executive in early 2008, and for a President to take over from Christine Roland Levy in October 2010.


The CiCe Executive will have responsibility for the policy of the Network.  Individual members will have responsibilities for particular themes.


Christine will be President for the first two years, and then stay as Past-President for a further two years, into CiCe5!
