Bid completed!





The CiCe4 bid was submitted to the Commission on 29th February. A massive 209 page document, if details all of the new partners in the network, sets out our plans for the next three years, and explains who will be doing what.

The first 4 pages outline the main details and the list of partners. You will find your organisation listed here, grouped by countries, with a Partner Number that is used throughout the bid.


Pages 5 to 159 give the details for each partner in turn. The details are broadly as supplied by your organisation, edited for consistency and to meet the strict limits on length. If there are minor errors here, please do not be alarmed. If names are missing, this does not mean that they cannot participate at any point. These pages are unlikely to be scrutinised in depth by the evaluators!


Pages 160 to 207 give the main details of the proposal. You will see that the proposal has to be structured around work packages, and partners identified for each package. We have detailed all known partners at this stage ~ members of working groups, national coordinators, etc., and also indicated that other partners may attend the conferences and may volunteer for working groups. We have specified a notional number of days for each partner involved in a workpackage. Again, this is indicative, not critical or binding.


The final pages (206~8) carefully relate our proposed activities to the Commission's call. It is important that we describe how what we are doing is a direct contribution to the Commission' aims.


It was a massive task, and thanks to all the CiCe partners who were involved in collecting and sending details about their institutions, getting letters from their Rectors, and commenting on and correcting the various drafts.





We expect to hear if we have been successful in June/July, and – if we are selected – to start work in October 2008.
